As many of you may be aware, HUD is now requiring Environmental Reviews (ER) to be completed for all HUD rental assistance projects. This requirement applies to all RRH projects – funded by CoC or ESG. CoC providers have already been invited to a training sponsored by Housing Innovations, and are familiar with the process. We also want to ensure that DOH ESG projects are also completing the Environmental Review process. Once funding is available, households assisted by HOME funding will also need to complete environmental reviews.  

We will be doing a brief review of the ER process at the next RRH Learning Collaborative on August 17th.  There  are materials on the CT Balance of State website (http://www.ctbos.org/resources)  for you to reference.  Please refer to the handouts and slides on the CT BOS website.   These forms are very helpful in completing an environmental review.  There is also a sample of how to complete the CENST (TBRA).   

If you are a CT-RRH (DOH ESG) provider, you will need to do the following by October 1, 2018
1. For each property receiving RRH assistance, an environmental review will need to be completed every 5 years.  
1. Contact the municipality in which the property is located.  The municipality should sign-off on the Environmental Review form as the Responsible Entity.   If you are having difficulty obtaining a sign-off from your municipality, please contact your CAN manager (Kara or Leigh) for additional assistance.  
1. Complete the attached CENST (TBRA) form for each property.   If you have tenants residing in multiple units within the same property, you only need to complete the CENST form once; however, a copy of the form and maps  needs to be kept in each client file. The Environmental Review can be used to review a single unit, but projects are encouraged to use the form as a programmatic environment review.  This means that if you are operating a RRH project with multiple locations in one municipality, one form can be completed; however, you must attach a list of all addresses in each municipality.   
1. You will need to print maps  for each project location using the identified websites.  Please review the  CT BOS  Environmental Review Presentation 2-26-18  (#5) and  Environmental Review Presentation Handouts (#6) for guidance in completing the form.   For each property, you will need to complete a map for the following:
1. Airport Runway Clear Zones   -     https://www.google.com/maps
1. Coastal Barrier Resources - https://www.fws.gov/cbra/maps/mapper.html
1. Flood Zones - https://msc.fema.gov/portal/home
1. Forward the completed Environmental Review to Kara or Leigh by October 1st.
